Frequently Asked Questions

Q. How long is the show? 
A. The show is approximately seventy-five minutes long. 

Q. To what age group is the show geared?
A. This play is geared toward teens and adults.

Q. From where do your actors travel? 
A. Most of  the time, our actors travel from St. Louis, 
Missouri, where we are based.  We have many scheduled tours 
throughout the year, and can possibly work your location into 
one of  our tours.

Q. How big is the cast? 
A. “The Passion Narrative” is a four-person play.

Q. Who wrote the script? 
A. The script is taken verbatim from the King James version of  
the Bible.  It is an edited composite of  the Passion narratives 
in Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John.  It was compiled by Kevin 
O’Brien, the founder and artistic director of  Theater of  the 
Word, who hosts the television series The Theater of  the Word 
Incorporated, which premieres in 2009 on EWTN.  

Q. What is the cost and what are the set-up requirements?
A. The most you will pay is $950 per performance, plus travel.
